Program: We welcomed a Lima resident James Harrington to speak to us about the Uganda Water Project. James told us of how a chance meeting with a gentleman from Uganda at a Memorial Day barbeque led him to help to start this project. The project began in May of 2007 and it consist of providing the funding to install a rain collection system in Uganda communities where there is no clean water to drink. James and his board will select the sites, purchase all of the supplies needed and make sure the installation is done properly. To date he has installed 27 tanks in mainly northern Uganda. The cost to purchase a 10,000 liter polyethylene tank, the rain gutters and downspouts, all materials needs to place the tank and the food for a celebration when the tank is turned over to the community. The total cost to install one tank is $3,500. James and his committee will travel to Uganda 3 or 4 times a year to search for new sites and to make sure that the earlier tanks are still working the way they are to. Our club is working with other clubs in Area 5 to see if we can raise the money to fund one of these tanks.
