Our District and the Denver Club put up $15,000 each and the clubs within District 9210 made a small donation for a 3 H matching grant from the RI Foundation. The grant was approved by RI for $330,000 and it is a multiple year program. Tom and Mary Lou traveled to Zimbabwe last October and spent two weeks there doing interviews to see how the program has been working so far. They also taught classes on health, first aid as well as on quality and profits to the people who are working within this program. The grant money is used only for training to help the people of Harare and the adjoining communities in self help groups and the  Rotary Youth Friendly campaign.
