A video was then shown of the speech that Dr. Bruce Aylward gave at the Montreal Convention. Dr. Aylward told the crowd that we have finally gotten polio on the run and we will be able to eradicate this disease. He told those in attendance of the constant effort of Rotarians to give the vaccine to over 2 billion children throughout the world. With the help of organizations like WHO we now have a new vaccine that works better than any we have ever had. This vaccine will with the continued support of Rotary and Rotarians will finally give every child in the world a chance to live a life free of the polio threat.
